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2026 GLASS-ED Rules Overview 
 

Complete rules for GLASS-ED, forms for show entry, membership, year-end awards, musical rides, 
year-end award point standings and more are located at www.glass-ed.org. It is your responsibility 

to read the entire rule book. This is just a high level overview of key points. In case of 

information conflicts, the rule book is the official documentation. 
 

Participation 
Maximum Ride Limit: A horse at Introductory Level may enter a maximum of six classes 

per day. Horses entered at Training Level or above may enter a maximum of four classes per 

day.  

Helmets: ASTM/SEI equestrian protective headgear must be worn by anyone mounted on a 

horse at any time on the competition grounds. The harness must be secured and properly 

fitted. 

Attire: USEF rules for attire apply (DR120 and WD122). However, paddock boots with half 

chaps of a conservative color are allowed for Introductory through Fourth Level.  

Junior and Adult Status: Individuals are eligible as Junior Riders until the end of the 

calendar year in which they reach the age of 21. Competitors shall compete as Adults from 

the beginning of the calendar year in which they reach the age of 22. 

Professional Status: Any person who trains horses or riders for recompense, monetary or 

otherwise within one year of the show entered, shall be considered to be a professional for 

purposes of GLASS-ED shows. Professional riders may not enter Walk-Trot Equitation. 

Professional riders may only enter classes designated as “open.” 

Walk Trot Equitation: Walk-Trot Equitation classes are open to any rider showing in only 

Introductory Level or walk-trot classes. Professional riders are prohibited from the class and 

riders who have entered Training Level or higher classes in the same show are prohibited 

from entering walk-trot equitation.  

Judges: Riders who have taken a lesson or purchased a horse from a judge within the 30-day 

period preceding that show may only ride hors concours under that judge.  

 

Conduct and Requirements for Competition Management 
Leadline Classes: Leadline classes are limited to riders age 7 and under; riders entering 

leadline classes are prohibited from entering any other class at that show.  

 

Year-End Awards 

Registration: To be eligible for GLASS-ED Year End Awards, the rider must be a GLASS-

ED member, the horse must be registered with GLASS-ED.   

Point Accumulation: Begins on the date the Membership and Year End Award Registration 

forms and all fees are received by GLASS-ED and ends at the last show of the GLASS-ED 

season. 

Qualifying: A registrant shall be deemed qualified in a category, if the registrant has ridden 

in at least one (1) class in a category in at least three (3) different GLASS-ED shows since 

registering for that season. Rider/horse team must have participated in at least three 3 in-

person GLASS-ED sanctioned shows to qualify for in-person year end awards, or 3 GLASS-

ED virtual shows to qualify for virtual year end awards. In-person and Virtual show year end 

awards are earned and awarded separately and scores from each cannot be combined (breed 

awards follow different rules – see full rulebook).  In addition, least one (1) of the tests 

ridden in this award must have a minimum score of at least 55% to qualify for a high 

percentage year end award. 

Horse/rider combos can only win awards in two consecutive levels in a season 

High Percentage Championship: High percentage championship is awarded to the competitor 

with the highest average percentage of all scores received in their division. 

Test of Choice: Scores from Test of Choice (TOC) classes will count toward Breed Awards 

and Certificates of Achievement. Refer to full rules for details on TOC classes. 

 

 Breed Awards- 2 new Breed Award categories have been added by sponsors for 2026 only. 

They are Morgan and “Heavy Breed” (draft, baroque, Haflinger, Gypsy, Drum, etc. ) (see full 

rules for complete description).  

Points for Virtual and Live shows will now  be totaled together for Year End Breed Awards. 

A minimum of atleast 3 shows for Virtual and/or 3 shows for live will be required for breed 

points to be totaled.  (See full rules for details)

However, if Junior or Adult Amateur divisions are 

offered as separate classes, rides in Open classes will not count toward Junior or Adult 

Amateur year end award categories. 

 

Placings awarded at recognized USDF dressage shows may be used for the GLASS-ED 

category USDF Open – All Levels year end award high point accumulation, and placings 

awarded at recognized USDF events may be used for the GLASS-ED category USDF Open. 

Send rider and horse placing within fourteen (14) days after completion of the competition to 

the GLASS-ED Point Keeper at points@glass-ed.org. Include the internet address of show 

results for verification of placing.

Movements from Intro 

through First Level tests may be requested and judged. Western Seat Equitation evaluates the 

rider’s position, seat and correct use/effect of the aids as required by Western Intro, Basic, 

and Level One tests. Movements from Western Intro Level through Level One may be 

requested and judged. Classes #34 and #36 may be held as a group class. Classes #35 and #37 

may be held as a group class. 

• Western Dressage and English Dressage horse/rider entries may cross-enter into 

English/Western Dressage classes (see cross-entry chart in Paragraph 16 below for permissible 

cross entering). Eventing horse/rider entries may cross enter into other dressage classes as 

referenced in DR119 of the USEF rule book.  

• GLDC reserves the right to combine classes with less than four entries. Classes will be 

combined within their respective level and division. 

• Any class marked with an asterisk (*) is not eligible for the GLDC Schooling Show Awards. 

2. CLASS DIVISONS 

The GLDC offers four (4) divisions: English, Western, Eventing, and Driven. 

Classes 1-23 will be divided into separate Junior, Adult Amateur, and Open classes. All other 

classes will be offered as Open divisions only. 

• Junior/Young Rider: A person who is 21 years or younger within the year. 

• Amateur: A person, 22 years or older within the year, who engages in dressage for the 

pleasure of it rather than for money. An amateur may not accept payment in any form 

such as cash, goods, discounts, services in kind of goods or services such as boarding or 

training, for riding, exercising, showing, training, assisting in training, schooling or 

conducting clinics or seminars aside from incurred expenses. 

• Open: Classification for a person not eligible as a Junior or Amateur. Juniors and 

Amateurs may participate in open classes.

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3. RIDE LIMITS 

Horse/rider combinations may enter a maximum of 3 classes, excluding Equitation and fun classes.  

 A rider may bring more than one horse, and any horse may be ridden by more than one person, 

but there will be a maximum of 4 rides per horse at Introductory and Training Levels (excluding 

Equitation classes). At First Level and above, a horse may perform a maximum of 3 tests (excluding 

Equitation classes). No horse may be ridden twice in the same class and division, except for Test 

of Choice classes. Horses may only be shown at two consecutive levels.

• $15 Non-Member fee for GLDC non-members
